2VCF Way Ahead for 2023

Solomon writes in Proverbs 29:18 – “Where there is no vision, the people perish: but he that keepeth the law, happy is he.”

The world has experienced disruptions in their daily lives and this has also impacted the ministries, including here at VCF.  Many factors and situations led to unsurety and the future of the ministry.  Well, we are overcomers in the Lord Jesus Christ and it is time to resume the advancement of the Kingdom of God.

VCF will reach out to the Harvest with the monthly Outreach.  The Lord Jesus Christ commanded the disciples to go out to the world in Matthew 28:19 – “Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:  20 - Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you:  and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world.  Amen.”  Fro we know that the Gospel is powerful as in Romans 1:16 – “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.”

As for teaching, VCF will host an academy of learning for the international community of believers.  The focus of this indigenous academy is to teach and train those Christians called into the five-fold ministry.  The Apostle Paul writes in Ephesians 4:11 – “And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; 12 - For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:  13 - Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:  14 - That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; 15 - But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ:  16 - From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.”  Some of you have been asked and others will be asked to assist in this Academy.  We will take rudimentary steps in the development of this Academy with Phase I.

VCF will engage in more collective Worship Services and ministries to edify the Body.  Everyone at VCF has some gift to share to edify one another.  In Romans 12:4 – “For as we have many members in one body, and all members have not the same office:  5 - So we, being many, are one body in Christ, and every one members one of another.  6 - Having then gifts differing according to the grace that is given to us, whether prophecy, let us prophesy according to the proportion of faith; 7 - Or ministry, let us wait on our ministering: or he that teacheth, on teaching; 8 - Or he that exhorteth, on exhortation: he that giveth, let him do it with simplicity; he that ruleth, with diligence; he that sheweth mercy, with cheerfulness.”

The VCF children will have a joint Children’s Church with the Itaewon Methodist Church children.  Proverbs 22:6 – “Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old, he will not depart from it.”  We will be looking for anointer teachers to be a part of this new ministry.

VCF will continue with the dynamic cell group meetings to provide encouragement and to pray for one another.  In James 5:13 – “Is any among you afflicted? let him pray. Is any merry? let him sing psalms.  14 - Is any sick among you?  let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord:  15 - And the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they shall be forgiven him.  16 - Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.”
